A Great and Terrible Beauty

A Gothic tale of a Victorian boarding school with a deadly secret. Sixteen-year-old
Gemma lives in India until the day she foresees her mother’s death in a swirling vision
that turns out to be true. Sent back to England, she is enrolled at a snobby girls' academy
with a mysterious burned-out East Wing and a powerful clique of girls who snub her.
Gemma is also disturbed to find that she has been followed from India by a young man
who warns her to fight off her visions. The first in an absorbing trilogy.

Bruchac, Joseph

Code Talker: A Novel About the Navajo Marines of World War Two

The fictional narrator in this story is Ned Begay, a grandfather telling his story to his
grandchildren. It begins when Ned is six years old and leaves his Navajo homeland to
attend boarding school. Ned learns English, and when he is sixteen he enlists in the U.S.
Marines. It is World War II and he is trained as a code talker -- he uses his native
language to radio secret battlefield information. Ned tells of his experiences in Hawaii,
Guadalcanal, Bougainville, Guam, Iwo Jima, and Okinawa.

Card, Orson Scott

Ender’s Game

Ender Wiggin is a third child, allowed to be born only because his older brother and sister
were almost perfect, but not quite. His brother was too vicious, his sister not enough.
Ender was born in the hopes that he would be the military genius who would be capable
of leading the army in the Third Invasion against the Buggers. The Buggers have attacked
twice and almost succeeded in destroying the human species. The commanders at Battle
School are counting on Ender being the answer. It turns out Ender is master at the game
and quickly moves up the ranks, despite his young age. The only thing is...is it really a
game?

In this beautiful first-person
narrative, Chula uses a mix of Spanish and English to express her personal struggles with
everything from epilepsy to homework as she finds the courage to learn from El Jefe and
help her family through hard times.

Persepolis: The Story of a Childhood

This moving graphic novel is Marjane Satrapi's autobiography, the story of her
young life in Iran under the Islamic Revolution. Descended from the last emperor
of Iran, Satrapi was nine when fundamentalist rebels overthrew the Shah. While
her radical parents and their community initially welcomed the ouster, they soon
learn a new brand of totalitarianism is taking over. Also try Persepolis 2.

Westerfeld, Scott

Midnighters: The Secret Hour (Book One of the series)

These books are by the same author as the favorite Uglies series. Fifteen-year-old Jessica
Day moves to Bixby, Oklahoma. As if moving didn’t cause enough problems, she
discovers that she has magical powers. Part science fiction, part horror story, this novel is
the beginning of the Midnighters, a group of teenagers whose birth at the stroke of
midnight gives them the special ability to move about in a mysterious 25th hour.

Yang, Gene Luen

American Born Chinese

This indie graphic novel tells three stories: the efforts of the Chinese folk hero Monkey
King to shed his humble roots and be revered as a god; the struggles faced by Jin Wang, a
lonely Asian American middle school student who would do anything to fit in with his
white classmates; and the sitcom plight of Danny, an All-American teen so shamed by his
Chinese cousin Chin-Kee that he is forced to change schools.

Elsewhere

Elsewhere is where fifteen-year-old Liz ends up, after she has died. It is a place like Earth
in certain ways, and different in others. Here she will age backward from the day of her
death until she becomes a baby again and returns to Earth.

Blumenthal traces the birth of Title IX and the
controversy surrounding it. She uses photographs, statistics, cartoons, personal stories and
newspaper articles to document the impact of Title IX on the history of women’s
athletics.

Phineas Gage: A Gruesome but True Story About Brain Science

In 1848 Phineas Gage was the foreman of a crew working on building a railroad track.
Their job was to blast through granite bedrock. On September 13", an explosion went
awry.

Runaway Girl: The Artist Louise Bourgeois

Part biography, part art exploration, this book is a wonderful glimpse into the life of one
of the best-known living sculptors. Through interviews and photographs, the author
introduces us to Louise Borgeois, the first woman sculptor to have a retrospective at the
Museum of Modern Art. According to the artist herself, her painful childhood inspires her
sculpture, which includes themes of jealousy, betrayal, and shifting sexual identities.

Houston, Jeanne Wakatsuki and James D. Houston

Farewell to Manzanar: A True Story of Japanese American Experience During and
After the World War II Internment

The title speaks for itself. This is a first-person account of the Wakatsuki family's
experiences in Manzanar, a Japanese internment camp in California during World War II.
Jeanne was seven.

Lansing, Alfred

Endurance: Shackleton’s Incredible Voyage

A true adventure book! In 1914 Ernest Shackleton and a crew of 27 men sailed for the
South Atlantic on the Endurance with the object of crossing the Antarctic. They didn’t
get very far -- still half a continent away from their intended base, the ship was trapped
and then crushed in ice. It took them 17 months, but they made it back. This is a gripping,
first-hand account of their trials and tribulations.



Sleator, William

Oddballs

What a lovely, goofy collection of autobiographical stories by author William Sleator,
who wrote The Last Universe and Interstellar Pig, among others. Sleator has three
siblings, a pediatrician mother, and a scientist father. Reading about family plays or the
hijinks on long car trips is highly entertaining.
